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his seventh volume of our book series

“Archaeology in China and East Asia” (ACEA)
is a novelty in several ways. It is a co-production with
the Institute of Archaeology of the Russian Academy
of Sciences (IA RAS) as part of the Silk Road Fashion
Project, a conference proceedings and a memorial to
a deceased friend and colleague. Professor Ekaterina
Georgievna Devlet (August 16, 1965 — August 23, 2018)
worked at the IA RAS in Moscow, but was cosmopolitan
in her research interests. She brought the editors and
authors of this volume together. As an expression of our
gratitude and appreciation for her, we present here 21
articles, the outcome of the Russian-German Seminar
“The Art of Ancient Textiles: Methods of investigation,
conservation and reconstruction”, which took place
in Moscow in March 2018. Guest editors and their
coauthors provide the most recent contributions to
studies of archaeological textile finds from the broad
belt that stretches from Xinjiang in northwest China to
Egypt via southern Siberia, the Volga and Central Russia.
The Silk Road Fashion Project is an interdisciplinary
research project that was initiated as part of the priority
program «Language of Objects» of the Federal Ministry
of Education and Research (Germany). The original
purpose was to study communication through clothing in
eastern Central Asia during the 1st millennium BC and
the 1st millennium AD. An understanding of technology
and body knowledge, social structures, availability of
resources, economic history and trade routes was sought.
International interest in the project increased with the
discovery of the oldest known trousers in the world
and the resulting publication that appeared in 2014.
I am very pleased that more unique textile objects and
the results of their comprehensive analysis, presented
during the first Russian-German seminar in Moscow,
will now reach a wide range of readers, help to expand
research within the framework of the Silk Road Fashion
Project, strengthen the support for young scientists who
conduct interdisciplinary research, and stimulate an
open exchange of knowledge about the archaeology of
Eurasia, as Ekaterina Devlet always aspired to.

PREFACE

his collection of papers is dedicated to Ekat-

erina Georgievna Devlet (August 16, 1965 —
August 23, 2018). A renowned Russian archeologist,
scientific secretary of the Institute of Archeology of the
Russian Academy of Sciences, head of the Center for
Paleo-Art, Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor at
Moscow State Humanitarian University, Zabelin prize
laureate (2012), she was still too young, full of ideas
and positive energy to die. Ekaterina Devlet was an ex-
cellent scholar, a major specialist in petroglyphs and in
the early art of Mesoamerica and Northern Eurasia, a
member and leader of numerous expeditions to Mexico,
Abkhazia, Kyrgyzstan, Siberia, the Asian Far East, and
in many regions of Central and Inner Asia. However,
her range of interests was not limited to this. She was a
versatile person, participated in the promotion of a wide
variety of projects, contributed to the introduction of in-
novative methods of research of archaeological monu-
ments, wrote articles and books, and with all her em-
ployment never refused to help colleagues, and could
find time for family and friends.

On the initiative of Ekaterina Devlet, the Russian-
German Seminar “The Art of Ancient Textiles: Meth-
ods of investigation, conservation and reconstruction‘
was launched and successfully held at the Institute of
Archeology of the Russian Academy of Sciences in
March 2018. This scientific forum brought together
leading experts, archaeologists, historians, art histori-
ans, restorers, and chemists, representing various Rus-
sian museums, universities and research institutions,
including the State Historical Museum, Moscow State
University, State Humanitarian University, Grabar Art
Conservation Center and Mardjani Foundation (all in
Moscow), State Hermitage Museum (St. Petersburg),
A. Khalikov Institute of Archaeology, Academy of Sci-
ences of the Republic of Tatarstan (Kazan), Volga-Don
Archaeological Society (Volgograd), South Ural State
Humanitarian Pedagogical University (Chelyabinsk),
Museum of Archeology and Ethnography, Altai State
University (Barnaul), Kemerovo State University (Ke-
merovo), Novgorod Museum-reserve (Novgorod), as
well as, from Germany, Freie Universitaet Berlin and
the German Archaeological Institute (Berlin).

The meeting, according to the organizers, was to
ensure the exchange of experience collected by Russian
and foreign colleagues in the field of studying ancient
textiles, their conservation, restoration and reconstruc-
tion. Presented lectures provided an excellent oppor-
tunity to get acquainted with the latest methodological
developments on the study of raw materials, manufac-
turing technology, decor, and with the reconstruction of
weaving, cutting and ornamentation of the ancient tex-
tile objects.
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Special mention should be made of projects involv-
ing natural science methods of studying archaeological
textiles, as well as the study of the ancient costume in
rock art. The highlight of the scientific program was the
presentation of the 45-minute documentary “The In-
vention of Trousers”. The film presented the history of
research and reconstruction of trousers, invented more
than 3000 years ago, and discussed the possible gen-
esis of this unique piece of clothing, without which it is
impossible to imagine our life today. The seminar also
touched upon topical issues relating to the conservation
of archaeological textiles in the field, methodological
issues of restoration, as well as methods of storing and
exhibiting textiles in museum collections. A number of
reports raised the issue of re-restoration of exhibits long
preserved in museum collections, with the aim of most
accurately restoring their original appearance based on a

thorough analysis using the most comprehensive meth-
ods.

The Moscow seminar caused a great resonance
among researchers of ancient textiles, the interest in
which is constantly growing, with new finds appear-
ing each year, and methods of research, conservation
and restoration constantly improving. The workshop
participants unanimously concluded that working with
archaeological textiles requires an integrated approach
that brings together specialists from different areas,
noting the need to summarize the methodological de-
velopments of recent years, to create a unified system
for describing objects and a database of archaeological
textiles. All participants highly appreciated the impor-
tance of the seminar and spoke in favor of holding such
meetings every year and publishing reports in the form
of collections of peer-reviewed articles.

TROUSERS FROM THE YANGHAI CEMETERY IN THE TURFAN OASIS
(NORTHWESTERN CHINA): ARCHAEOLOGICAL CONTEXT,
AGE, PRODUCTION TECHNIQUE AND RECONSTRUCTION

Abstract. The well-preserved outfit of a ca. 40-year-old horse rider was excavated from tomb M21 at the Yang-
hai burial site located in the Turfan Oasis, Autonomous Region of Uyghur Xinjiang, China. It provides a unique
opportunity to study the structures and manufacturing techniques of the ca. 3000-year-old textile objects. By in-
depth research and confirmation through experimental reconstruction of garments we discovered twill, kilim, and a
particular type of weft twining (Taniko) had been applied in producing the man’s trousers. Our results indicate that
techniques were intentionally chosen to produce a certain functionally and aesthetically desired material quality and
ornament. The current paper provides, for the first time in Russian, a brief summary on the archaeological and en-
vironmental setting, design, and manufacturing process of the Yanghai trousers. These fairly well-preserved woolen
trousers have been radiocarbon dated to the time interval ranging from the early 12th to the 10th century BC, thus
being one of the world’s earliest trousers known to date. Their age corresponds to the spread of mobile pastoralists in
the Central Asian steppes and predates the widely known Scythian finds from the Altai Mountains in Russia. Horse
gear and weapons excavated from the same tomb are strengthening former assumptions that the invention of bifur-
cated lower body garments is related to the new epoch of horseback riding, mounted warfare and greater mobility.
